Hi Bruce,

Please see attached the updated test results for the SMI Lagoon.

The file July ST1 is the re-test of the sample taken of the insitu-clay around the aeration cells. It
meets the licence requirements for hydraulic conductivity with a result of 2.97 x 101\-9 cm/s

The results for ST2 from the September drilling was provided as a draft lat yesterday as the final
moisture content needs to be taken. However, the final hydraulic conductivity is not expected to
change much and it meets the licence requirements with a hydraulic conductivity of 7.63 x 101\-9
cm/s. THis sample was taken from the new keyway around the existing cells.

The contractor would like to move water from the existing RM's cells to the new storage cell 5. The
RM tested their storage cell in late July, but did not discharge their lagoon. They met discharge
requirement for BOD and coliforms, but were just over the limit on phosphorus, with a result of 1.13
mg/L. The RM's testing is also attached.
