Further to your e-mail regarding the above-noted Environment Act Proposal (EAP), the Historic 
Resources Branch has examined the proposal and found that the provisions addressing heritage 
resources is insufficient for this draft. The potential to impact significant heritage resources has 
been deemed high in this area, therefore the Historic Resources Branch has concerns with the 
project.  
 
 
Re: Required Heritage Resource Impact Assessment (HRIA)  
 
Based on your e-mail regarding the above-noted EAP and the lack of an assessment on file  for 
CQP Permit No. CP 2016-1008349, the Historic Resources Branch has examined the location in 
conjunction with Branch records for areas of potential concern.  The potential to impact 
significant heritage resources has been deemed high in this area, therefore, the Historic 
Resources Branch has concerns with the project, which is in conflict with the EAP language in 
Section 4.2.5 which states there will be no impact on heritage resources. 
 
Under Section 12(2) of The Heritage Resources Act, if the Minister of Sport, Culture and 
Heritage has reason to believe that heritage resources or human remains are known, or thought 
likely to be present, on lands that are to be developed, then the owner/developer is required to 
conduct at his/her own expense, a heritage resource impact assessment (HRIA) and mitigation, 
if necessary, prior to the project’s start. 
 
The developer must contract a qualified archaeological consultant to conduct a Heritage 
Resources Impact assessment (HRIA) of the proposed development  location, in order to identify 
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and assess any heritage resources that may be negatively impacted by development. If 
desirable, the Branch will work with the developer/land owners and its consultant to draw up 
terms of reference for this project. 
 
 
Re: Environmental Construction Operations Plan, Section 1.6 Archaeological Sites 
 
The Historic Resources Branch should be immediately contacted if an archaeological site is 
encountered during development. In addition to the provision concerning the possibility of 
encoutnering heritage sites, the plan should contain an outline of the appropriate measures to 
mitigate those impacts upon such an encounter.  
 
If at any time heritage resources are encountered in association with these lands during 
develoment, the Historic Resources Branch may require that an acceptable heritage resource 
management strategy be implemented by the developer to mitigate the affects of development 
on the heritage resources.
