GENERAL TERMS ANDCONDITIONS

This Section of the Licence comtains terms and conditions intended to provide
guidance to the Licencee in/dmplementing practices to ensure that the environment is
maintained in such a manner as to sustaina high guality of life, including social and
economic development, recreation and leisure for present and future Manitobans.

General Terms

1. The Licencee shall operate the Development in compliance with the provisions of
Manitobay Regulation 37/2016 respecting Waste Management Facilities, or any
future amendment thereof,

Reporting Format

2. The Lieencee shall submit all information required to be provided to the Director or
Environment Officer under this Licence, in written and electronic format, in such
form (including number of copies) and of such content as may be required by the
Director or Environment Officer, and each submission shall be clearly labeled with
the Licence Number and File Number associated with this Licence.

3. The Licencee shall carry out any remedial measures, modifications, or alterations,

as deemed necessary by the Director, in respect to matters authorized under this
Licence.

Future Sampling

4. In addition to any of the limits, terms and conditions specified in this Licence, the
Licencee shall, upon the request of the Director:

sample, monitor, analyze and/or investigate specific areas of concemn
regarding any segment, component or aspect of pollutant storage,
containment, treatment, handling, disposal or emission systems, for such
pollutants or ambient quality, aquatic toxicity, leachate characteristics and
discharge or emission rates, for such duration and at such frequencies as may
be specified,

determine the environmental impact associated with the release of any
pollutants from the Development; or

provide the Director, within such time as may b€ specified, with such teports,
drawings, specifications, analytical data, deseriptions of sampling and
analytical procedures being used, bioassay data, flow fate measurendents and
such other information as may from time to timiie be requested.

Equipment Operation

process upset where such breakdown or process upset results or may result in the
release of a pollutant in an amount or concentration, or at a level or rate of release,
that causes or may cause a significant adverse effect, immediately report the event
by calling the 24-hour environmental accident reporting line at 204-944-4888 (toll-
free 1-855-944-4888). The report shall indicate the nature of the event, the time and
estimated duration of the event and the reason for the event.

The Licencee shall, following the reporting of an event pursuant to Clause 7,

The Licencee, upon written request of and in a timeframe stipulated by the Director,
shall comply with any air emission or ambient air quality criteria specified by the
Director for any pollutant of concern to the Director which has been identified
pursuant to Clause 4 of this Licence.

The Licencee shall take action to minimize the entrainment of particulate matter
into the air at the Development resulting from the operation of vehicles or the
transportation, storage or handling of wastes, construction, renovation and
demolition wastes or other materials.

16. The Licencee shall not cause or permit a noise nuisance to be created as a result of
the construction, operation, or alteration of the Development, and shall take such
steps as the Director may require to eliminate or mitigate a noise nuisance.

Responsible Party

for the construction of the Development and any required remediation action in
accordance with the plans, specifications and design report(s) submitted in support
of the proposal or this Licence.

manage environmental issues at the Development. The name of the Environmental
Coordinator shall be submitted in“writing to the Director within fourteen (14) days
of appointment and any subsequent appointiient.

SOIL SAMPLING

The Licencee shall provide a drilling rig, acceptable to the designated
Environment Officer, to extract soil samples from the specified liner of the
structure. This includes all liners constructed with clay. The drill rig shall have
the capacity to drill to the maximum depth of the clay linerflus amadditional 2
metres. The drill rig shall be equipped with both standard and hollow stem
augers. The minimum hole diameter shall be 5 inches.

For liners placed or found at the surface of the sfructure, thehLicencee shall
provide a machine, acceptable to the designated Environment Officer, capable of
pressing a sampling tube into the liner in a straight linéymeftion along'thé centre
axis line of the sample tube and without sideways movemant.

Soil samples shall be collected and shippéd in accordance with ASTM Standard
D 1587 (Standard Practice for Thin-Walled)Tube Sampling ofSoils), D 4220
(Standard Practice for Preserving and Transporting Soil S8amples) and D 3550
(Standard Practice for Ring-Lines Barrel Samplingiof Soils). Thin-walled tubes
shall meet the stated requirements ineludinghlength,hinside clearance ratio and
corrosion protection. An aflequate ventingarea, shall ‘be provided through the
sampling head.

At the time of sample@ollection, the designated Environment Officer shall advise
the Licencee as to the soil testing method thabmust be used on each sample. The
oedometer method may be used for @ysample were the Environment Officer
determines thdt the soil sample is taken from an undisturbed clay soil which has
not been remoulded and which is homogeneous and unweathered. The triaxial
test shall be usedyforvall samplésstaken from disturbed and remoulded soils or
from glon homogenous and weathered soils.

The Licencee shall provide a report on the collection of soil samples to the
designated Eavironment Officer and to the laboratory technician which includes
but is hot limited to: a plot plan indicating sample location, depth or elevation of
sample, length of advance of the sample tube length of soil sample contained in
the tube after its advancement, the soil test method specified by the Environment
Offieer for eachysoil sample and all necessary instructions from the site engineer
to the [aboratory technician.

All dnll aud sample holes shall be sealed with bentonite pellets after the field
dnilling and sampling has been completed.

SOIL TESTING METHODS

I.  Triaxial Test Method

a) The soil samples shall be tested for hydraulic conductivity using ASTM
D 5084 (Standard Test Method for Measurement of Hydraulic Conductivity of
Saturated Porous Materials Using a Flexible Wall Permeameter).

b) Soil specimens shall have a minimum diameter of 70 mm (2.75.inches) and a
minimum height of 70 mm (2.75 inches). The soil specimefs shall be selected
from a section of the soil sample which contains the mest porous material
based on a visual inspection. The hydraulic gradient shall not éxceed 30 during
sample preparation and testing. Swelling of th€ soil specimien should be
controlled to adjust for: the amount of compactionymeasured duting sample
coliection and extraction from the tube and_the depthdor elevation®f the
sample. The effective stress used duringsaturation or eonsolidation of the
sample shall not exceed 40 kPa (5.7 psi) or the spegific stress Jével, that is
expected in the field location were thgsampléwas taken, which éver is greater.

¢) The complete laboratory report, as outlined in ASTM D 5084, shall be supplied
for each soil sample collected imthe field.

2. Oedometer Test Method

a}) The soil samples shall be, tested, for ‘hydeaulic conductivity using
ASTM D 2435 (Standard Test Method for One-Dimensional Consolidation
Properties of Soils).

b) Soil specimensyshallhave a minimumydiameter of 50 mm (2 inches) and a
minimum héight of 20 mm (0.8 inches). " The soil specimens shall be selected
from a section of the soil sample which contains the most porous material
based ©on a visual inspection. The soil specimen shall be taken from an
undisturbed soil sample. The soil specimen shall be completely saturated.

c¢) The completgdaboratory repert, as outlined in ASTM D 2435, shall be supplied
foreach soil sample colieéted in the field.
